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Yes, we are still alive and well in Pimentel,  but super 
busy with ministry work.  I  got off the plane running and 
now things are finally starting to slow down a bit.  It was 
such a blessing to be in the redwoods again, and to see 
people I know and share about the ministry.  One of the 
main goals in going back to the States, besides sharing 
what God is doing down here, was to find individuals, 
Sunday School classes, and new churches that would be 
willing to support Changed By Love for $20 each month.  
That is such a small amount, but many small gifts add up 
to support this ministry. 

The day I got back, we found out there had been a break
-in and our blenders and some other things had been 
stolen. The next day they came back for more and we 
caught one of them.  Sadly, it was one of the boys who used to be in our breakfast program.  
He has had a hard life and started using drugs.  The good thing is he is now in a drug rehab 
place and the ministry is helping his parents pay for the drug program.  Please pray for extra 
funds, since we have committed to $110 each month.  His parents cannot afford it, but they are 
helping as they can, so we are his main support.  His parents are starting to come to church 
now and are amazed at how we are wanting to help their 15-year-old son.  It has only been a 
few weeks, but he is doing very well in the program.  I am bringing bread once a week for the 
rehab center as part of an outreach for our bakery.
